Ecosystems that will be researched: desert, hardwood forest, coniferous forest, alpine, marine, wetlands/ marsh, & rainforest. 

Directions: Working with a partner, you will select an ecosystem. You & your partner will have 3 tasks to accomplish: 

1. Create a boxed habitat model of that ecosystem with examples of the terrain, vegetation & animals that reside in that ecosystem. 
· Your group will be responsible to bring in a box (shoe box size or bigger). You can also bring in extra materials. Glue, scissors, paint, magazines, & tape will be in the classroom for you to use. 

2. Create a one page typed handout that names your ecosystem, describes the terrain in it, establishes at least 2 examples of the vegetation, and details at least 5 examples of the animals and adaptations that they must make to survive in that ecosystem. Use various quality websites to help you accomplish this task. 
3. 5 animal cards of animals that live in your ecosystem. Here is the format for the animal cards: 

· One side of the card will have a picture of the animal with nothing else- no name, facts, etc. This must be a colored picture- it can be from internet or magazines, or just colored with colored pencils or crayons, NO marker ink
· The back of the card will include:

1. The animal’s name

2. The ecosystem it resides in 

3. One adaptation feature of the animal. Here is an example of what I am looking for: 

“Hunts at night for warm rodents & sleeping birds; can climb sand by throwing loops of its body up like coils.” 

· The reason for these cards is that at the completion of this project, we will have a trivia activity on guessing the animal & the ecosystem.
