Farrowing:


Farrowing is term used when a pig gives birth.  Many operations are considered Farrow to Finish, which means pigs spend their entire lives on one farm.  Once the pigs are weaned from their mothers, they are taken a nursery until they reach approximately 90 lbs.  From there they spend the remind of their lives in a finishing area until they reach market weight.
